RESUMO

A pesquisa e a producéo cientifica do Secretariado Executivo é o foco de muitas
discussbes, visto que esses debates sdo de fundamental importéancia para a
construcdo do saber/fazer cientifico secretarial, tendo em vista o crescimento da
profissdo no campo pratico e a fim de acompanhar o mercado de trabalho foi
identificada uma lacuna nos estudos tedrico-empiricos. A partir de 2009
pesquisadores como Raimundo Nonato Junior; Daniela Giareta Durante; Carla
Maria Schmidt; Marlete Macganeiro; Erivaldo Nascimento dentre varios outros
trouxeram para discussdo a necessidade do secretariado em progredir na pesquisa
cientifica objetivando consolida-la no campo tedrico e conceitual. Nesse intuito esta
monografia trouxe como problema: quais fatores influenciam a producédo cientifica
do curso de Secretariado Executivo Bilingue da UFPB no principal evento
académico-cientifico da area, numa dimensdo conceitual? O estudo tem como
objetivo geral analisar a producédo cientifica no curso de Secretariado Executivo
Bilingue da Universidade Federal da Paraiba no principal evento académico-
cientifico da area como meio de conferir a visibilidade a identidade intelectual. Ja
enquanto objetivos especificos buscamos i) realizar mapeamento da producao
cientifica do curso de Secretariado Executivo da UFPB; ii) destacar os limites do
processo de pesquisa enquanto impacto na producao cientifica do curso. Para tal
foram analisados os anais das edigcbes do Encontro Académico Nacional de
Secretariado (ENASEC), através de um estudo bibliométrico. Em tese é possivel
considerar que a participacdo em publicacbes de trabalhos completos do
Secretariado Executivo da UFPB no ENASEC é expressiva, mas € certo que muito
precisa ser feito para tornar esses debates visiveis para que os discentes
compreendam a importancia da producéo cientifica para o Secretariado Executivo.
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ABSTRACT

The research and scientific production of the Executive Secretariat is the focus of many
discussions, since these debates are of fundamental importance for the construction of
scientific secretarial know-how, in view of the growth of the profession in the practical field
and in order to follow the Labor market has identified a gap in theoretical-empirical studies.
From 2009 researchers such as Raimundo Nonato Junior; Daniela Giareta Durante; Carla
Maria Schmidt; Marlete Macaneiro; Erivaldo Nascimento, among others, brought to the
discussion the need of the secretariat to progress in scientific research in order to consolidate
it in the theoretical and conceptual field. To this end, this monograph brought as a problem:
what factors influence the scientific production of the Bilingual Executive Secretariat course
of the UFPB in the main academic-scientific event of the area, in a conceptual dimension?
The main objective of this study is to analyze the scientific production in the bilingual
Executive Secretariat of the Federal University of Paraiba in the main academic-scientific
event of the area as a means of conferring visibility to the intellectual identity. Already as
specific objectives we seek i) to carry out mapping of the scientific production of the course
of Executive Secretariat of the UFPB; li) highlight the limits of the research process as an
impact on the scientific production of the course. For that, the annals of the editions of the
National Academic Meeting of the Secretariat (ENASEC) were analyzed through a
bibliometric study. In thesis it is possible to consider that the participation in publications of
complete works of the Executive Secretariat of the UFPB in the ENASEC is expressive, but
it is certain that much needs to be done to make these debates visible so that the students
understand the importance of scientific production for the Executive Secretariat .
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
